Features of the course, teaching and learning methods, and technologies 

During the teaching of the academic discipline "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" verbal, 
visual, reproductive, problem-based and practical teaching methods are used: essays, presentations, 
written works - tasks related to the design of scientific works, business papers, exercises on translation 
and editing of professional texts, compliance with the norms of the Ukrainian literary language. Game 
methods, educational discussions and debates, analysis of situations in professional activities, etc. are 
used in practical classes. 
Practical classes are conducted using the Microsoft Teams program.
